The diploma results reflect a group of moderate students who achieve acceptable but did not excel.
Comparison of their data against the previous three years’ average, which was exceptional, creates a
significant decline.

Living Waters continues to offer a program that meets the needs of its students.
Many students who may not have taken diploma courses have been encouraged to
attempt these courses and have succeeded with the support of teachers and the
benefit of smaller class sizes. Our Assessment for Learning project is targeting the

improvement of PAT and Diploma exams.
